Voĭt︠s︡ekhovskiĭ (or Woyciechowski) was a Russian emigre political and organizational activist
in Poland and the United States, and author of "Trest: Vospominanii︠i︡a i dokumenty" (London,
Ont., 1974). He died in the 1980s.

There are files on the Rossiĭskiĭ Politicheskiĭ Komitet (Russian
Political Committee) in New York; on the Pushkin Fund; extensive materials concerning emigre
monarchist and anti-Communist groups (for example, the Solidarists); and reviews of the
Russian emigre press ("Obzor pressy") prepared by Voĭt︠s︡ekhovskiĭ in 1962-1975.
